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Myanmar |. International Non-Governmental Organisations ask for more
operational space for their humanitarian work

On 17 October, 13 international non-governmentganisations working in Myanmar, among
them Malteser International, have published a fde&etter working conditions and more support
of the humanitarian workers in the South-East Asiauntry. “We urge all parties to increase their
efforts to address the underlying causes of theentisituation,” the joint statement says. The or-
ganisations appeal for “strengthened public sqmbticies that optimise responses to the humani-
tarian needs of vulnerable people including inaedgsublic expenditure in health, education and
sustainable livelihoods.” The recent increase @i firices has exacerbated the already fragile liv-
ing conditions of many people in Myanmar, the orgations point out. Furthermore, they under-
line, that “current social and economic policiesén&ed to conditions which have pushed many
below subsistence levels, continuously weakenirgfieg coping mechanisms of local communi-
ties.”

At present, 13 international and 160 local Maltda&rnational staff work in three different
places (in Yangon and in the regions Shan and RakhWith an integrated programme approach,
Malteser International works against the constaatieriorating situation of the most vulnerable
groups. In 2006, with financial support of the @ditNations, the European Commission and the
German Federal Ministry of Economic Cooperation Begtelopment, Malteser International
reached around 820,000 people. Among its goaltharenprovement of accessibility to basic
health care services, the fight against malarizernulosis and HIV/AIDS as well as the provision
of potable water and basic sanitation for hous#®als and health centres.

In 2001, after a comprehensive analysis of the sie¢bé social-economical
and the political conditions and after an in-degthsultation with the UN, the
European Commission and the German governmenteb&linternational
decided to help the most vulnerable people in gediest regions in
Myanmar.

Vietnam: Further community development and literacytrainings for Ca Tu
women

The Ca Tu ethnic group lives in the remote mouwiasnarea along the border with Laos. Food
poverty, an overall bad health status of the pdmraa high malnourishment ratio (45 %) of
children under five years, the lack of clean wated sanitation facilities, nearly no income due to
ineffective subsistence farming, as well as insigfit knowledge and expertise on income genera-
tion, agriculture, education and health are thenrpabblems of the population. Especially women
are disadvantaged and suffer from the poor liviogditions. Nearly all women that are more than
30 years old are illiterates and therefore excludaah all development and decision making
processes in the villages. That is why, in ApriD2pMalteser International started special train-
ings for the women according to the so-called &etfflapproach”. In these trainings, the women
learn to work jointly on their problems, to analyeem and to develop solutions; at the same time
they acquire basic knowledge in reading, writing aalculating. Thanks to these trainings, the
women’s ability to communicate and improve theirtiggpation in social, economic and political
life in their villages and districts was considdyaibcreased and the women gained more self-
confidence. Therefore, Malteser International wiliv provide a second round of trainings with
financial support from the World Child Foundatidmese trainings will help to deepen the
women’s knowledge and to train further trainerstfer region. The activities will mainly be im-
plemented by Ca Tu women themselves who will tiia@ir fellow village women in literacy, nu-
meracy and community development tools. These waamnetiterate, have at least five years of
formal education and were selected by the villagesthe Women’s Union as trainers due to their
outstanding personalities, trust of the commurgod relations with villagers and good commu-
nication skills.
